We are just completing our  topic Flowers 

and Insects which the children thoroughly enjoyed. They 
have surprised us with their knowledge about living things 
and have asked many interesting questions.  We have been 
impressed with the number of children bringing in books 
or work that they have done at home which is linked to 
our topic. 

Our new topic will be Time Detectives. During this unit 
we will be focusing on history, science and art.

Year 3 
 
We are now at the end of our 

topic on Earthquakes and Volcanoes and are ready to 
begin our learning about Dinosaurs. We have also been 
working on our solar ovens made from recycled materials. 
We are looking forward to having a grand cook off, to see 
which will cook the best. Our best entries will be scanned 
into the computer, and e-mailed off to Peru to compare 
with their ideas. 
  
We are ready to start our next topic, Dinosaurs, which  
begins immediately after the Easter holidays. We are  
hoping to welcome “Dinosaurs in Schools” to our school 
on 4th of May. This is a whole day experience which  
provides children with first hand experience of handling 
fossils. The fossil expert is accompanied by a life size  
replica of a Veloceraptor. Children very much enjoy the 
photo opportunities of them apparently being chased by a 
dinosaur.  
 
During the topic we will be learning about the different 
time periods when dinosaurs lived, making a timeline, and 
about different ideas to explain why the dinosaurs died 
out.  In Science we will be finding out about how  
scientists collect evidence about dinosaurs and how to 
make deductions from it. We will be learning about how 
the dinosaurs lived and moved, what they ate and about 
the other animals and plants which lived at the same time 
as the dinosaurs. We will also be making models and  
developing our art skills through sketching and painting. 
 
In maths we will be continuing to reinforce children’s  
understanding of multiplication and division. We will also 
be working on problem solving skills and understanding 
of different units of measure including money, metres,  
kilograms and litres. We really appreciate your help with 
learning tables at home. This really helps to support  
children’s confidence with maths in the classroom. 
   
We have also now finished our 6 swimming sessions and 
will be doing indoor and outdoor PE throughout the  
summer term. Please could you make sure that your child 
has their full PE kit in school, with plimsolls or trainers 
that fit. We suspect that several children will have  
outgrown their shoes since they wore them last for PE and 
unfortunately we do not have any spares in our year group 
that they may borrow. 
  
Looking forward to the Summer term, we were really 
pleased with the response to Camp in July.
