Lunchtime and Breaktime  Provision

Our school meals provider, prepares meals each day and children can buy food from our Café Blue area at lunchtime. We have a colour coded system and children are guided to choose a nutritionally balanced meal. School meals are reasonably priced at per day for a main meal and sweet. Water is available with the meal but other drinks can be purchased at an additional cost. 

Table space and drinking water is also available for children who wish to bring packed lunches. Packed lunches should be brought in a plastic box clearly labelled with the child’s name.  

We encourage parents to consider the health requirements of growing children when preparing lunches. For safety, we do not allow glass bottles or fizzy pop for drinks. Sweets are an unhealthy option and also not allowed. Key Stage 2 children can bring a piece of fruit to school for break times. All Foundation Stage and Key Stage 1 children are provided with a piece of fruit as part of the government’s ‘Fruit for Schools Scheme’. We operate a fruit only policy at breaktimes.

When sending a drinks container please ensure that it is watertight. Hot drinks should not be brought into school. Children with packed lunches generally bring a drink with them as part of their lunch. This must go into our lunch crates with their lunch box. Children are, however, also encouraged to bring in bottles of water to drink freely in the classrooms whilst learning. Only water is allowed in the learning environment.

Claim forms for free meals are available from the school office.  Application should be made well before the beginning of the term in which the meals are required.

All children are well supervised during the lunch break by a team of trained, competent midday supervisors (non- teaching staff).

Lunchtime Activities 

We offer a wide range of activities as we believe that this is an important social time for our children. These include activities such as ocarina, choir, French skipping, giant Connect Four and ICT. Two trolleys of play equipment are always on offer for use in our playground areas. Midday Supervisors also take an active role in teaching games.
