Personal Accident Insurance for Pupils and Personal Property

The insurance market offers personal accident cover for pupils 24 hours a day.  Parents may not be aware of this and if they wish to avail themselves of this cover for their children then they should make enquiries with insurance brokers or companies accordingly.

Personal Property on School Premises

Pupils are responsible for their personal possessions.  Valuable possessions should not be brought into school, except by arrangement with the headteacher or teacher. Therefore, we would be most grateful if you would not encourage your child to bring toys and other items of personal value to school. Many unfortunate events have arisen in schools because of the envy caused by the presence of such belongings. We cannot accept responsibility for lost or damaged items. 

Charging for Other Activities

As stated earlier, no child will be denied access to an activity on the grounds of non payment, but where items are made/cooked in school only those children that pay will be allowed to take the items home.

Where damage has been caused to school property parents will be asked to pay for repairs. This covers all items e.g. from school books to windows.
