The school colours are royal blue and white.

Shirt: White polo shirt with logo 

Sweatshirt: Royal blue with logo

Trousers: Grey (Girls & Boys) 

Fleece: Blue with school logo

Skirt/Pinafore: Grey in winter, blue gingham dress in summer

T-Shirt: White with school logo, for P.E. and games

Shorts: Black or blue for P.E. and games

Shoes: Black, preferably not trainers

Hat: Blue baseball cap available for the summer term

P.E. Bags: Blue for P.E. kit/swimming

Book Bags: Blue, for carrying reading book and homework between home and school. 

Please label all of your child's belongings, so that they can be returned easily if they are lost. P.E. kit is best kept in either a school blue draw string bag or a sports bag which can be taken home at weekends.
Please ensure that all clothing and items are clearly labelled with your child’s name.
