Working Together

We at St. Columb Minor School want our children to be happy and confident all through their school life.  This enables them to learn more effectively.  We hope that the good relationships started before the child enters school will develop and flourish during their time here.  This is why we believe in working in partnership with you, the parents, for the better education of all of our children.

Before children begin at our school they will have met their first teacher in their early years setting. During the term before admission they will have had several opportunities to visit their new class as part of our ‘Learning Together’ programme.

We promote a family atmosphere in school and encourage older children from the Key Stage 2 to help children in Key Stage 1. Sharing their lunchtimes with the younger children, reading together and coming together for ‘golden time’ is seen as part of our personal and social education.  We aim to create a whole school approach so that the transfer between classes is as natural as possible.

Liaison between the Key Stage 2 teachers and the local secondary schools is good. Staff are working closely together to ensure that the transfer from our school to secondary school is as smooth as possible. Our children mainly transfer to Treviglas Business and Enterprise College or Newquay Tretherras School.  In the Autumn Term prior to leaving, Year 6 children and their parents will be able to attend a variety of meetings, meet staff, ask questions and make preliminary visits to the secondary school.
